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Preliminary Application Information/Overview

A. Abstract

Please summarize your construction project in 200 words or less.

The community of Shutesbury has outgrown its 109-year-old library. Although quaint
and charming, its 900 gross square feet does not meet current and future demands for
services. The library lacks running water, room for expansion and community meeting

space.

Shutesbury’s population has increased more than 300% since the library was built in

1902. Circulation has increased 35% in the past 5 years and continued growth is

anticipated. FY10 preliminary statewide data ranks Shutesbury fourth in total circulation

in its population group.

Our new library promises an improved collection, access to technology and a community
meeting place. The library will be built on a town-owned, 19.57 acre parcel in the Town
Center District zone. Plans include a LEED certifiable and near net zero-energy facility.

The building design is 5,851 gross square feet and includes:

- ADA compliance

« adequate and comfortable seating

< bathrooms with running water

- adult area, children’s area, young adult room
e community meeting room for 80

- director’s office

- staff work room

- storage facilities

e parking

- front porch
